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FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR/CEO, DEBRA ROGERS 
 
In total, FCTV’s Channels 13, 14 and 15 cablecast 1,027 hours of first-run, locally produced programming and 1,427 
hours of first-run member sponsored programming for a combined total of 2,454 hours of first-run programming in 
2012. We provided live web streaming of Channels 13 and 15 as well as ‘Video on Demand’ for all Government Access 
programming. 
 
Our Staff also: 
 assisted the Falmouth League of Women Voters in the production of Candidates Night Live for Spring and Fall; 
 worked with the Town of Falmouth during weather-related and other emergency incidents to disseminate important information 
 and provide vital safety alerts via public service announcements, news updates, scrolling text alerts, social media and email 
 messaging; 
 undertook the process of working with representatives of Cape Cod towns to develop CapeSpan, a 24-hour digital Cape Cod cable 
 channel on Comcast’s Channel 98. Once launched, the channel will be dedicated to noncommercial programming of regional 
 impact; 
 entered into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Falmouth Public Schools whereby FCTV provides funding for a full-time 

Educational Access Coordinator.   
We offered access to training by: 
 providing 27 new and enhanced training opportunities to 417 students in 208 classes; 
 continuing to support the Computer Learning Center for Seniors, providing low cost internet and computer training to Falmouth 

residents over the age of 50; 
 providing youth-oriented training in the form of three summer kids’ camps (in collaboration with The Gus Canty Recreation 

Center) and the FCTV Youth Producers Club (throughout the school year). 
We invested in our brand, equipment and facilities by: 
 reinforcing our modern and community-oriented brand by re-designing our logo; 
 purchased four state-of-the-art high definition camcorders; 
 designed and installed new state-of-the-art equipment in the FCTV Control Room; 
 upgraded our second floor HVAC system to allocate space for Government Access staff; 
 designed and managed the installation of a new, four camera robotic system in Town Hall’s Administration Building. 
We engaged the community of Falmouth by: 
 opening 12 interesting and unique art exhibits at the Maser Gallery; 
 organizing an Open House and a Member Mixer; 
 partnering with the Falmouth Military Support Group to collect donated items for Falmouth military personnel stationed 
 overseas and to produce Operation Valentine which sent personalized recorded Valentine’s Day messages to active duty  
 military personnel; 
 posting to our social media platforms including Facebook, Twitter and Constant Contact. 
We organized fundraising initiatives including: 
 the Town Meeting Underwriting program, the Annual Appeal, Puritan Cape Cod’s “Shop for a Cause,” and FCTV’s Holiday Party 
 and Silent Auction; 
 a successful application into the TD Bank Affinity Program. 
We also: 
 awarded the first annual Priscilla “Pucky” Roslansky Scholarship Award to Erika Hahn, a long-time FCTV member and producer; 
 continued to manage the Dillingham Square Condominium Association - overseeing the painting of the building and developing a 

plan for seal coating and line-painting in 2013; 
 ensured fiscal viability for FCTV by developing long and short-term financial planning.

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GOVERNMENT ACCESS CHANNEL 15 

I n its first full year of service, Falmouth Community Television's 
Government Channel 15 brought a more open and transparent 

government to the citizens of Falmouth. Thanks to the tireless efforts of 
FCTV's staff members, volunteers, Town employees, committee and 
commission members, FCTV’s Government Channel 15 will continue to 
bring in-depth programming to Falmouth residents in 2013. 
 
Since December 2011, FCTV’s Channel 15 has broadcast live coverage of 
every Selectmen, Planning Board, Zoning Board and Conservation 
Commission meeting. We also worked with the Town and the Consensus 
Building Institute to bring the Wind Turbine Options Process meetings into 
the living rooms of Falmouth residents so that the important debate over 
the wind turbines could be seen and heard by all. Additionally, our 24-hour-
7-days-a-week programming schedule has included informative studio 
shows such as the new “Inside Barnstable County” with Julia Taylor 
(Falmouth’s Delegate to the Barnstable County Assembly), “People Helping 
People Build a Better World” with Eladio Gore (Falmouth’s Building 
Commissioner) and “Behind the Badge” with Falmouth’s Police Chief.  FCTV 
has also downloaded many additional programs from other public access 
facilities via Massachusetts’ “MassAccess” server. Downloaded programs 
have included: “Your Federal Government,” as well as County meetings 
from the Assembly of Delegates, County Commissioners, and The Cape Cod 
Commission. 
  
In 2012, the addition of new video equipment at Town Hall improved the 
quality of coverage of Falmouth’s Town Meetings. Looking forward, we will 
continue to add to these improvements by directly capturing video to a new 
high-powered mobile editing computer. The increased video quality and 
more efficient workflow at future Town Hall meetings will impact Falmouth 
residents by bringing additional aspects of Town government  
to light. 
 
FCTV’s Channel 15 is not just about meetings. FCTV’s staff is planning field 
tours with Town employees and site visits with the Zoning Board, as well as 
other informative programs to help bring Falmouth Government to you!  
We also continually look for additional ways to involve Town employees 
and board representatives to better inform the public about the operations 
of the Town of Falmouth. 
 
With the leadership of FCTV’s Executive Director/CEO, Debra Rogers,  

a talented staff, wonderful volunteers and 
members, and the continuous support and 
cooperation from the Town of Falmouth,  
FCTV’s Channel 15 has completed a very busy  
first year of operation. We look forward to 
expanding even further and to bringing  
more programs of interest to the residents  
of Falmouth.

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EDUCATIONAL ACCESS CHANNEL 14 

F almouth Educational Access Channel 14 (EdTV) has had another 
eventful year bringing an inside look of Falmouth Public Schools to its 

viewers. In partnership with Falmouth Public Schools, the Educational 
Access Coordinator position has now been expanded to full-time, allowing 
greater coverage of events during the school day and an increase in 
programming. Along with myself as EdTV’s Access Coordinator, the time 
and effort contributed by David MacNeill (FHS’s video production teacher) 
and the work of many other FHS staff members and student volunteers 
has helped to move EdTV forward.  
 
EdTV’s broadcast schedule continues to run 24 hours a day, seven days  
a week. Updated schedules can be found at:  
http://edtv.falmouth.k12.ma.us   
 
Program schedules also run on the EdTV bulletin board, which additionally 
provides information on Falmouth Public Schools’ events, lunch menus, 
and sports schedules. 
 
School Committee meetings are broadcast live on Tuesday evenings, and 
are rebroadcast every day at noon and at 6:30PM on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays. New episodes of Morse Pond School’s “Catapult!” air daily at 
4pm as part of EdTV kids’ block in addition to other shows such as NASA 
KidsConnect and SciFiles. Additional lineup items include informational 
presentations from the Parent Connection Series featuring topics such as 
Internet safety, bullying, and minimizing parenthood stress. Music, choral, 
and band concerts continue to be broadcast on a regular basis as well as 
the schools’ open house/meet the teacher nights.  
 
EdTV’s main office operates in Falmouth High School in collaboration with 
the FHS student video program. As part of course requirements for this 
video program, all students now regularly submit projects to be aired on 
EdTV. 
 
This year marks the completion of a control room and robotic camera 
installation at the Falmouth Administration Building, allowing for greater 
coverage of School Committee meetings and other scheduled events. A 
special thanks to John Netto, Ted Silva, and John Bordieri, Jr., who were 
invaluable in making the project come together. 
 
With the enthusiastic support of FCTV’s staff,  
FCTV Executive Director/CEO and Advisor Debra 
Rogers, FPS Advisor Wendy Haskell, FPS 
Superintendent Marc Dupuis, FHS video teacher 
David MacNeill, and many others, EdTV 
continues to thrive.

The Alliance for Community Media Northeast 
Region Rika Welch Community Impact Award 
was presented to Falmouth Community Television 
(FCTV) member and Treasurer Kevin K. Lynch at 
the Conference by the Sea in Plymouth, MA on 
November 2, 2012. The award goes to a group or 
an individual who has generated a project whose 
impact spoke directly to a clearer understanding of 
the cause being championed. The content, whether 
modest or large, would reflect the passion of the 
goal. Because of the use of community media 
resources, a greater empowerment of purpose and 
appreciation of the value of those resources is 
achieved. 
 
Mr. Lynch was nominated by Debra Rogers, 
Executive Director and CEO of Falmouth Community 
Television. As a current member of the FCTV Board 
of Directors, Kevin has worked to make FCTV a vital 
part of the Falmouth Community. As the former 
chair and current member of the Falmouth Cable 
Advisory Committee, he worked for three years to 
secure a strong cable license for the Town of 
Falmouth and for Falmouth Community Television. 
Through his efforts FCTV received an increase in 
channels, funding and a strong 10 year contract 
between FCTV and our Town to grow public, 
education and government access. 

In December of 2012, Erika Hahn, a long-time 
FCTV member and producer, was chosen to receive 
the first annual Priscilla “Pucky” Roslansky 
Memorial Fund Award for her video “Answering 
the Nutrient Problem; Integrated Resource 
Recovery” taped in March 2012 at the Falmouth 
Library. The yearly award is given to one FCTV 
member producer who is chosen by the selection 
committee based on the submission of a video 
program no less than 30 minutes in length which 
relates specifically to the Falmouth community and 
serves to educate or improve public discourse. 

T hanks to our many member volunteers who produced a wide variety 
of programming, it has been another successful year for FCTV’s 

Public Channel 13. This past year’s programming reflects the diversity and 
richness of the Falmouth Community in which we live and work. 
 
In addition to the content provided by our members, FCTV produced 
several in-house broadcasts including live coverage of both the 2012 
Spring and Fall elections. This year’s well-coordinated productions 
brought together people from all different backgrounds to keep voters 
informed throughout the elections. Our anchors interviewed candidates in 
our studio while residents cast their votes. Our field reporter, TaiMarie 
Gonsalves, streamed live from Town Hall where Town Clerk, Michael 
Palmer, delivered real-time result updates from the various precincts. 
 
FCTV also assisted the League of Women Voters with their “Live 
Candidates’ Nights” productions filmed at the Morse Pond School.  
Leading up to the election, these productions provided voters a valuable  
opportunity to hear from candidates on the issues affecting the 
community. 
 
During the summer of 2012, FCTV covered several exciting outdoor 
events including the New Balance Falmouth Road Race. Even in heavy 
downpour conditions, the Road Race crew along with FCTV Staff, Thistle 
Communications and many FCTV member volunteers, were able to pull 
off a five-camera shoot without a flaw. 
 
FCTV Staff, along with our Youth Producers, also attended the Barnstable 
County Fair to cover six, multi-camera events including four music 
concerts, a motocross competition and a demolition derby.  
The Fair was a great opportunity to train volunteers in Advanced Field. 
Utilizing the remote field switcher, multiple cameras, and audio recording 
equipment, the shows were captured “live” to tape. For both the 
motocross and the demolition events, 6 cameras were used in addition to 
live-action announcers and two instant replay systems. A live signal was 
fed to a large monitor in a booth next to our control center where Fair 
attendees could watch the live action in addition to bonus behind-the-
scenes content. The elaborate setup was an FCTV “first” and a crowd 
favorite at the Fair. The entire taped production was then re-broadcast on 
Channel 13. 
 

FCTV Public Channel 13 offers the Falmouth 
community a voice, an opportunity, and a place 
for different viewpoints to be heard. Under the 
leadership of FCTV Executive Director/CEO, 
Debra Rogers, and with the work of our 
dedicated staff and fantastic group of 
volunteers, Falmouth Community Television 
continues to evolve and grow.     
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
